Big Idea: Love God. Love Others

God Story: Who Is My Neighbour?  Luke 10:25-37

Our Story: This week:
1. On your way home, ask your child what is one way to 

show love to others today? This week?
2. Ask your parents: What’s your love language?
3. Each day this week, pray with your child that you would 

love God and love others well. Pray together before your 
child starts school or visits with friends.
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Big Idea: Pray.

God Story: Jesus Teaches His Disciples to Pray  Luke 11:1-13

Our Story: This week:
1. On your way home, ask your child how Jesus taught His 

disciples to pray.
2. Ask your parents: Did you learn “The Lord’s Prayer” when 

you were younger?
3. Take time each day this week to pray through the Lord’s 

prayer as a family (see the Key Verse for the wording 
your child is learning). Use each sentence as a launching 
pad to pray through the different areas of life.
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Big Idea: We don’t need to worry. God’s got it.

God Story: Do Not Worry  Luke 12:22-32

Our Story: This week:
1. On your way home, ask your child what they learned 

today about worry. What should we do when we worry?
2. Ask your parents: What did you worry about the most 

when you were my age? What do you worry about 
now? What do you do when you worry?

3. Create a worry wall in your home. Any time your child is 
worried or afraid, have them write a note and place it on 
the worry wall.. Use each worry as an opportunity to 
pray and ask for God’s help.
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Big Idea: Jesus is a humble king.

God Story: Palm Sunday  Matthew 21:1-11

Key Verse: “The Lord is my rock and my place of safety. He 
is the God who saves me. My God is my rock.”  Psalm 18:2

Our Story: This week:
1. Ask your kid: What does it mean that Jesus is a humble 

king? How is He different?
2. Ask your parent: What do you think it was like for Jesus 

to be fully human and fully God?
3. As a family take notice of when each other are being 

humble and quietly affirm it. Don’t forget to learn the 
Key Verse together as a family!
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Big Idea: Jesus rescued us.

God Story: The Rescue  Luke 24:1-34

Our Story: This week:
1. Ask your child: What did Jesus rescue us from?
2. Ask your parent: Who are the people in our 

neighbourhood who might be hurting? Who can we share 
God’s love with today? How?

3. Talk with your kids about what Jesus’ rescue means to 
you for your life right now. How does it impact how you 
live? Pray together and thank Jesus for this rescue.
